
Mohrakashi is a fresco tradition indigenous to Punjab. Floral 
motifs and thick brush strokes are commonly used in this art.

Gatch and Tukri
They Gypsum plaster, called gatch, is applied on wall and cut into 
artistic forms. This artform is called gatch. The inlaying of mirror pieces 
in the gatch work is called Tukri.

Paranda

Paranda (Parandi), also known as a black snake, is a women's hair 
ornament made of multicolored silk threads, decorated with floral 
designs and ornamental tassels. Worn during folk dances like Giddha 
and special occasions, with braids wrapped in golden gota (ribbon).

The Parandi consists of two parts:
Upper part - three strands of long woolen threads 
Decorative lower part - flower.

The tassel includes the Angoori loop, the conical Surahi, and the 
Flower at the open ends.

Jaali wali Parandi
Oldest designs was the “Jaali wali Parandi” inspired 
by the architecture of Qila Mubaraq.

Moti parandis
Inspired by the impression of jewelry like pearls.

Mirror parandis
Inspired from mirror work done on palace walls 
and the clothes of royalty.

Jalebi Parandi
Inspired by the sweet, it features intricate designs 
created by knotting and braiding decorative yarns into 
complex, interwoven round forms.

Laddoo Parandi
Initially simple with round woolen tassels, traditionally 
worn by young girls in single colors for ease. As they 
matured, decorative elements like gota and beads were 
added for embellishment.
